Foreword

The Sole Body Corporate presents the Charitable Funds Annual Report together with the Audited Financial Statements for the year ended 31 March 2011.

The Charity’s annual report and accounts for the year ended 31 March 2011 have been prepared by the Sole Body Corporate in accordance with Part VI of the Charities Act 1993 (as amended by the Charities Act 2006) and the Charities (Accounts & Reports) Regulations 2006. The Charity’s report and accounts include all the separately established funds for which the Heatherwood & Wexham Park Hospitals NHS Foundation Trust is the sole beneficiary.

The Charity has a Sole Body Corporate: Heatherwood & Wexham Park Hospitals NHS Foundation Trust. 

The Charitable Funds are registered with the Charity Commission (no. 1050362) in accordance with the Charities Act 1993.

Reference and Administrative details

The main Charity Heatherwood & Wexham Park Hospitals Charity, registered Charity Number 1050362, was entered on the Central Register of Charities in “November 1995”. The number of special purpose funds (set up under the General Fund ‘umbrella’) and their associated individual funds (170 funds) have remained unchanged throughout the financial year. Structure, Governance and Management

The Charity’s unrestricted fund was established using the model declaration of trust, and all funds held on trust as at the date of registration were either part of this unrestricted fund, or a special Charity under the ‘umbrella’ of the main Charity. Subsequent donations and gifts received by the Charity that are attributable to the original funds are added to those fund balances within the existing Charity.

The Sole Body Corporate fulfils its legal duty by ensuring that funds are spent in accordance with the objects of each fund. In designating funds the Sole Body Corporate respects the wishes of our generous donors to benefit patient care and advance the good health and welfare of patients, carers and staff.

The Charitable funds available for spending are allocated to specialties within the NHS Trust’s Directorate Management structure. Each allocation is managed by use of a designated fund within the general unrestricted fund. For example there are charitable funds for medicine, which include allocations for each of the wards and for Cardiology and Oncology. The charitable funds within Surgery include Ear, Nose and Throat (ENT), Surgery and Theatres.

Members of the Trust Board and the Charitable Funds Committee are not individual Trustees under Charity Law but act as agents on behalf of the Sole Body Corporate.

Acting for the Sole Body Corporate, the Charitable Funds Committee is responsible for the overall management of the Charitable Funds. The Committee is required to:

•
Control, manage and monitor the use of the fund’s resources

•
Provide support, guidance and encouragement for all its income raising activities whilst managing and monitoring the receipt of all income.

• 
Ensure that ‘best practice’ is followed in the conduct of all its affairs fulfilling all of its legal responsibilities.

• 
Ensure that the approved Investment Policy approved by the NHS Trust Board as Sole Body Corporate is adhered to and that performance is continually reviewed whilst being aware of ethical considerations.

• 
Keep the Trust Board fully informed on the activity, performance and risks of the Charity.

The accounting records and the day-to-day administration of the funds are dealt with by the Finance Department located at Heatherwood & Wexham Park Hospitals NHS Foundation Trust, Wexham Street, Slough, SL2 4HL.

Risk Management
The Trust recognises that it has a responsibility to review the major risks to which the Charity is exposed and establish systems to mitigate those risks. As such, the Charitable Funds Committee (on behalf of the Trust) has established the major risks to which the Charity is exposed to and have identified and implemented procedures designed to minimise the impact of risks that may materialise. These procedures are reviewed on a regular basis.

Key systems identified and implemented include:

· Charitable Funds Procedure Document 

· Procedures for receiving donations

· Fund-raising policy

· Funds Mangers authorisation signatory list

Income and Expenditure is monitored in total and is compared with the approved plan on a quarterly basis.

Partnership Working and Networks
Heatherwood & Wexham Park Hospitals NHS Foundation Trust is the main beneficiary of the Charity and is a related party by virtue of being Corporate Trustee of the Charity. By working in partnership with the Trust, the charitable funds are used to best effect. When deciding upon the most beneficial way to use charitable funds, the Sole Body Corporate has regard to the main activities, objectives, strategies and plans of the Trust.

We remain indebted to the work of the Volunteers of League of Friends who raise thousands of pounds of funds each year for the Trust.

Fundraising activities range from small events, for example coffee mornings and stalls, to larger events, such as the annual fete. The Charity also collaborates with the WRVS who raise substantial funds through the shops and trolley service.

Objectives and Strategy
The Charity’s main fund has NHS wide objectives as follows:

“The Trustee shall hold the trust fund upon trust to apply the income and at their discretion, so far as may be permissible, the capital, for any charitable purpose or purposes relating to the National Health Service (hereinafter referred to as ‘the objects’).

In order to focus on our objectives the Charity has a mission:

“Through fundraising activities, events and appeals we will further improve the provision of high quality patient care at the cutting edge of technology throughout the Trust focusing on areas not covered or fully supported by central NHS funds.”

Making our vision happen involves all our partners, patients, staff, careers, the community, League of Friends and WRVS.  
Reserves
The Charity continues to hold two high investment accounts and current accounts which yield all funds held, which can be spent at the fund holder’s discretion. The Charity holds no restricted funds.
A Review of our Finances, Achievements and Performance

The Charity’s overall net assets increased by £37,000. The Charity’s balance increased from £833,000 in 2009/10 to £870,000 in 2010/11.
The Charity continues to rely on donations and legacies as the main sources of income. Investment income historically had been relied upon to yield the Charity extra monies, however, financial institutions have slashed interest rates which has adversely affected the Charity over the past two financial years.
Although the Charity reported a positive net movement for the year, Total Incoming Resources decreased from £366,000 in 2009/10, to £317,000 in 2010/11; a decline of £49,000. This decrease occurred despite the Charity receiving £135,000 in legacies as opposed to £104,000 received in 2009/10.

The Charity’s spending also decreased from the previous financial year. £343,000 was spent in 2009/10 and £280,000 in 2010/11, a decrease of £63,000.
Patient education and welfare

There was a decrease in patient expenditure, as the Charity spent £72,000 in this area less than the previous year. Spending in this area was £213,000 in 2009/10 and £141,000 in 2010/11. This followed the financial activities trend in year.
Staff education and welfare

The Charity spent £86,000 on the education and welfare of staff. £48,000 directly related to training and education, whilst £38,000 was spent on welfare (i.e. amenities etc). The Charity has also held its own training days which have been self-funded with proceeds also for the benefit of the Charity.
Annual Review: Our Activities

There were positive factors which contributed to the Charity’s increased overall balance.
The Eden Unit were the beneficiaries of the year’s largest donation which was in the form of a legacy on behalf of the late Jane P Blamey for £124,140. The only specific detail accompanying this donation was that it is used in conjunction with charitable activities within the Eden Unit, therefore the Unit will look to spend on various projects to enhance conditions for patients and staff.
Other legacies of note were £5,000 received by the Parapet Unit on behalf of the late Dennis H Tapsfield  at King Edward VII and £5,400 taken in by the Charity’s General Fund which was on behalf of the late Doris K Mallinson. Again both legacies were unspecified and the £5,400 had no specific designation so consequently was allocated to the Charity’s General Fund. This money will be available for applications for expenditure from departments around the hospital who may not have a Charitable Fund.
The Parapet meanwhile have received a steady flow of income throughout the year ranging from general donations to ‘one-off’ company donations and will utilise this money on complimentary therapy and improving patient experience. The Unit went on to spend £11,000 on the purchase of a Hydrogen Pump (£6,804) and specialist equipment to aid the administration of cancer patients (£4,281).
One particular donation of real note was made to the Cardiac Care Trust Fund from a gentleman, who at 90 years young, organised his own birthday party and requested donations rather than gifts. An amount of £500 was raised which will go towards the training for specialist nurses hence improving care towards patients.
The Special Care Baby Unit, arguably the Charities most popular fund continued to benefit from numerous donations throughout the year. Amongst the numerous generous donations was a donation of £4,365 which was raised by Andy & Sally Jennings. The Unit is at the heart of several fundraising activities. Amongst the future plans for fundraising is a Norway to Sweden huskies challenge and a London to Paris bike ride; activities from which the Unit will greatly benefit in the new financial year. The biggest purchase of the year came at a cost of £3,878 and was for a respiratory support system for the newly born babies. The Unit is constantly looking at ways to make life more pleasant for parents and staff as the nature of the work on the Unit is highly critical.
The Special Care Baby Unit graciously received just over £25,000 in donations and spent approximately half of what was received.
The Ascot Area Alzheimer’s Support Group continued to receive annual grant funding from the Royal Borough of Windsor and Maidenhead. Almost £29,000 was received in this financial year. This funding contributes towards the running costs of the group and volunteers expenses incurred. These costs can be £1,000 – £2,000 at a time, as the fund holders continue to provide respite to Alzheimers sufferers. The Support Group went on to spend approximately £10,000 more than was received which shows how much good work is undertaken.
The years largest purchase of £8,659 was borne by the Heatherwood Hospital General Fund for renovatory gardening work on a newly vacated Ward area. Amongst the procured services was reseeding of the lawn and planting of cherry trees which has created a serene scene and improved the surroundings at the Heatherwood site.
The Orthopaedic Ward at Wexham Park was fortunate enough to be able to utilise £4,294 on a Christmas party for the entire department. The Ward frequently receives money from satisfied patients specifically for this nature of expense. 

The Chest Clinic, which is another King Edward VII based Charity account, reported high activity. The largest purchase made by the Clinic was for £5,910 and was for a new respirator and attachments. This will give the Clinic a boost in the care it already provides. The Chest Clinic is a busy Charitable Fund which is always looking for ways to improve service and patient experience. Within the 2010/2011 financial year expenditure overall was nearly three times as much as income, meaning the Clinic is fulfilling it’s objects and utilising monies.
Achievement

The Charity had a year as income and expenditure have both been in decline. Fund-holders utilizing charitable funds are mindful of the decline in income and are more particular in their purchasing. Investment Income has been drastically affected due to banks offering very low interest rates.

Notes to the Accounts
Accounting Policies

1.1  Accounting Convention

The financial statements have been prepared under the historic cost convention, and in accordance with applicable United Kingdom accounting standards and policies for the NHS approved by the Secretary of State and the Statement of Recommended Practice "Accounting and Reporting by Charities" issued by the Charities Commissioners in 2005.

1.2 Purpose of Unrestricted Funds 

Unrestricted funds are expendable at the discretion of the Trustees in furtherance of the Charity's objects. If part of an unrestricted fund is earmarked for particular project it maybe designated as a separate fund, but the designation has an administrative purpose only, and does not legally restrict the Trustees' discretion to apply the fund.
Resources expended on charitable purposes comprise all the resources applied by the Charity undertaking its work to meet its Charitable objectives as opposed to the cost of raising the funds to finance these activities and governance costs. 
1.3  Income Resources

A) All incoming resources are included in full in the Statement of Financial Activities as soon as the following three factors can be met:

(i) entitlement - arises when a particular resource is receivable or the Charity's right becomes legally enforceable;

(ii) certainty - when there is reasonable certainty that the incoming resource will be received;

(iii) measurement - when the monetary value of the incoming resources can be measured with sufficient reliability.

      B) Legacies

Legacies are accounted for as incoming resources once the receipt of the legacy becomes reasonably certain. This will be once confirmation has been received from the representatives of the estates that payment of the legacy will be made or property transferred and once all conditions attached to the legacy have been fulfilled.

1.4 Resources Expanded

The funds held on charitable funds accounts are prepared in accordance with the accruals concept. All expenditure is recognised once there is a legal or constructive obligation to make a payment to a third party.

A) Cost of generating funds

The cost of generating funds are the costs associated with generating income for the funds held on trust, which includes the direct costs associated with fundraising. 

B) Grants payable

Grants payable are payments, made to third parties (including NHS bodies) in the furtherance of the funds held on trust's charitable objectives to relieve those who are sick. They are accounted for on an accruals basis where the conditions for their payment have been met or where a third party has a reasonable expectation that they will receive the grant. This includes grants paid to NHS bodies.

C) Governance Costs (Management and administrative costs)

These are accounted for on an accruals basis and are recharges of remuneration and audit costs from Heatherwood and Wexham Park Hospitals Foundation Trust

1.5  Structure of Funds

Where there is a legal restriction on the purpose to which a fund may be put, the fund is classified in the accounts as a restricted fund. Funds where the capital is held to generate income for charitable purposes and cannot itself be spent are accounted for as endowment funds. Other funds are classified as unrestricted funds. Funds which are not legally restricted but which the Trustees have chosen to earmark for set purposes are classified funds.

1.6   Pensions Contributions

The Charity pays no salaries directly so has no pension contribution liability
